Abstract. The Arab countries (AC),
which a thousand years ago sur-
passed many regions of the world
by levels of development, have up
to now, in contrast to China, India,
newly industrialized countries, and
a number of other Muslim countries
(Turkey, Indonesia, Malaysia), failed
on the whole to create more or less
steady mechanism of modern eco-
nomic growth. Despite substantial
resources that some of AC possess,
most of them lag behind fast devel-
oping countries by levels of physical
and human capital accumulation
and efficiency of governance. In or-
der to curtail the high level of insta-
bility in AC, it is urgent, though not
very easy to implement in a short
period of time, to realize a series of
pragmatic reforms aimed at reduc-
ing corruption, restoring the rule
of law and diversifying production
and export structures of their econ-
omies.
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
