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THE ISLAMIC FACTOR IN THE DEVELOPMENT
OF MODERN SCOTLAND: POLITICAL
AND SOCIO-CULTURAL ASPECTS

Abstract. The subject field of this article, devoted to the manifestation of
the Islamic factor in the socio-political life of the Great Britain, is localized
within the borders of Scotland. The authors emphasize the special (diffe-
rent from other regions of the UK) nature of the interaction of the Muslim
ethno-confessional minority with the indigenous population of Scotland.
Most attention is paid to the identity of Scottish Muslims. The article high-
lights that Scotland demonstrates its winning position for Muslims through
the development of an inclusive identity. The authors make a prognostic
conclusion that Scotland will maintain a policy of affirming common civic
values that ensure the pluralism of various socio-cultural communities. Ac-
cording to the authors, the future of Scotland is a post-ethnic, transcultu-
ral socio-political state-organized space in which British-wide tensions be-
tween Muslims and non-Muslims will gradually decrease, and the Scottish
tradition of equality and social justice will be strengthened.
